John Hueston of Aylmer Express in
Ontario and his son, Brett, were arrested in 2017 while gath-
ering information about a car that drove off a liff. Boney
and Hueston will talk about their experiences along with
discussion of the growing number of journalists facing arrest
during the past year while doing their jobs — covering
protests.
