Quick facts
· Spain is the sixth-largest economy in Europe, with strong sectors in industrial manufacturing, services and tourism.
· In 2024, bilateral trade between Alberta and Spain was $234 million.
· In 2024, Alberta sold $106 million worth of goods to Spain. The main products exported were wheat ($42.4 million), pet food ($20.2 million) and durum wheat ($9.1 million).
· Alberta bought $128 million worth of goods from Spain in 2024. The top imports were parts of structures, iron or steel ($11.8 million), wine ($8.2 million) and miscellaneous crane/construction parts ($6.2 million).
· Trade missions to priority markets are one way Alberta's government is helping small- and medium-sized businesses get their products to international markets, making Alberta’s economy more resilient.
